Anthropologist Lars 
Persson reported • from the 
scene that "Brazil is on the 
verge of 'the 'final solution'­
cottmlete .. physical extinction 
of:. its Indians."

M.ore scan.dals have occurred 
in Europe, including • the 
demonstrations in. Sweden . and 
the ••October demands by· 
a grottp of European 
anthropologists, which have 
not yet been effective in 
stopping the gen()cide . 

In ·Brazil; citizens may. not 
eve11 mention anything· about 
the murders, it . being 
supposedly ''detrimental to • 
the peace. and stability • of 
the natign», ln keeping with 

.this . inhuman deCree, and 
considering the Vietnamese 

. genocide, the Atnerican press 
has also been. silent, both· on 

. the fact of.. the . mass killings 
and on the European reaction.

ECOLOGYTMAltES .. DRGANliAllON· No!'l! 
Several issues ba~k . in this colum~,, 
your edito.r dwelled on the problem of 
the, ever-increasing pollution of our 
once bountiful · and • untainted· natural 
resources. At the risk of ~ppearing 
redundant; he wishes to dwen on.that 
problem a little more. With dire 
predictions such . a:s \cities, • like New 
York ·and Los. 1 Angeles becoming 
impossible f9r human habitation ·in 
another decade and a half and the 

. , . . doubling of the world's population by 
the .. • end . of the Ce11tury, ecology is becoming a mighty importari.t 
subject. The news media and the boob tube have.been airing· 
a• lot of polluted air recently, and ·even honorable Dicky-boy 
has been rising up on hfs haunc.hes to 'give his bit of lip..;service 
to the rising·concern over pollution. • 

But it is becoming apparent that lip-service is all you can 
expect. froln • c_ertain quarters. The Federal. Government, -in its 
recent crackdown on . a number of Chicago..;area industries, 
has done· little more than administer a half :-hearted slap on 
the wrist. All these. · industries have been dumping tons pf 
garb~e into the wa~er and atlnosphere every day; and they are 
being·fin'ed amounts· ranging from $500 through $2500 .. That.is 
about the surplus value that the boss extracts #om the workers 
in a fair-sized shop in.a day's production. Just you get caught, 
putting·_. poison in your kid's Rice Krispies, and· see. hOw easy 
you · get oft .If you happen. to .. Uve on. one of the Great· Lakes, 
you are well familiar. with the restrictions on bathing due to 
pollution; AU you have • ,to • do in some areas .. is· look at • the 
discoloration of the sand to lose your · appetite for a nice cool 
dip; It's . getting . so the only. place· left to go skinny dipping is 
in your own bath tub, if you' have one-and you can't even be· 
too sure of that anymore: 

·Your-.Editor likewise· has •a -sneaky hunch that·a forthcoming 
recession • will be • explained away as • a move to cut down on 
industrial pollution, . thus saving face for the politicians. it is 
clear thatthe politicians are not really going to sink their teeth 
into • the problems of environmental pollution, but wm only be • 
coming . forth With. high-sounding· phraseology along with some 
half-hearted attempts at showing the people that they are talcing . 
steps . to . alleviate the problem. When the • multimillionaire 
i_ndustrialiSts' money carries more weight than the desires of 

• the electorate, what can really be expected from these duly 
elected representatives of the people? • .. 

What does.the rich industrialist or·fat politician care if the~e 
are no clean beaches for the working mari to take his family to, . 
when all .he has to do is fly his jet down to some unspoiled

But·· is it. nec.essary for. working · men- .to ·pay ·ungodly prices 
fot poor-quality automobiles to .drtve through unbearably 
snarled-up traffic to work humdrum. eight-hour days in. some 
noisy factory just to keep up payments on the automobiles and 
be overcharged· for at best substandard housing an_d chemically 
augmented. food? Is it necessary for a worker-to look upon his 
despoile<l environment with the thought that without that there 
would be no jobs for hi~? That is. all thafl'progress" has 

• meant to the wage:-worker for many centuries, and for many 
centuries. we have been. alm~st completely brainwashed into • 
thinking that the passing of pleasant things into oblivion is but 
another. phase. in the march of progr~ss. 

Such progress as that is only to be seen in the health of 
the coffers of. those who profit on the labor of others, and it 
should be .• quite apparent that 'those profiteers ate not about to 
do anything that wm interfere with the health of their coffers.
