fhis strike has seen anazlng levels of class
nllitaacy and. solldarity. Yast sectlons of tbe
ninlng comr:nlties have had thelr polltica1
attltudee radlcally tra.nsfo:med. l{ornen have
organised tbemselves autononously to support
the strlke, often reJecting tbe sexist role
of rfood providers! to go out picketing.
Eit Squads have been organised lnvolving
thousande of miners coordinating to sabotage
NCB property anil riots have occulred shere
strikers bave quickly developed tectrniques to
hold off and out uit the vel1 traj-ned, vell
prepared and WEL PAID pollce vho bgd hor:ses,
vans, radiors, shields, batons etc. The miners,
a:med only with uorking class initiative and
soli.darity oanaged to put up a fantastlc flght
rith what eve! was availab1e... bricks, bottles,
cranes, concrete blocks, bu::aing barricades end
teLeggaph poles! llhe pollce have become defin-
ltively krrown as class enemies to large sections
of the class.

All these points bode vell for the future
of tbe class ir6r in Britain. Links that bave
been nade rrith vorkers ln other countrles
(nrrope and .{uetralia parttcular}y) should be
strengthend and ertended...lnteztatlonal co-
ordlnatlon ls vital to the effective conbat
of the lnternational attacks belng waged agai.nst
our claEs.
