What an irony of history has fallen on the shoulders of Lord
Scarman and all those who are responsible for this inhumane and

decadent world.

have been moving all across Britainm, The causes of these riots are
numerous, but really they are already the refusal of this world , and

to be precise , the commodity and its spectacle. It is no good looking
for "outsiders ™ or "political agitators " -for the simple fact that
thogse who are organised in some party or another, have really nething

to do with this critique of modern conditions -. What does a Militant
Tendency activist have in eommon with a rioter, when he says that he
wants fair policing ? Nothing at all, As if such a thing could exist

in I98I. In faet these MT idiets condemn looting and vielence towards
the police, prebably because they live a comfortable life , like all
middle-class swines do, and yet they too have to exist in this soeciety
of the spectaele ,*with its pollution. All those who econdemn looting

do not understand what it means, they do net see it as a eritique of
political economy, they do net want to come to terms with what capitalist
expleitatieon does te peeple, in other words they do mot want to understand
the crime of political ecemni Tor they pretend net to understand it, se
as to fog the minds of these who still believe in them and their se-called
democraey. A demoeracy that is showing its real nature minute by minute.
In the same manner the workers of Poland are alse well aware of the
reality ef the bureaucrats who live off their wage-labeur.

"The environment , which is recenstructed always more hastily fer
repressgive contrel and profit , at the same time becemes more fragile
and incites to vandalism ., Capitalism in its spectacular stage rebuilds
everything as gsham and bears inecendiaries. Thus its scenery becemes
everywhere inflammable like all inner city areas " (The Seciety of the
Spectacle., ) The capitalist system has failed on many levels (and when
we speak of this system , we alse include the twe headed hydra frem the
East: China and the USSR Empire), because it can ne lenger provide jebs
and by the same teken it has released theusands of critics into the
streets, it is ne wonder that the ex-stalinist Heffer and.Prier and Ce
want te bring baeck all these kids inte some form of  .employment, even
if it is net prefitable, for at least in this manner they will be greunded.
This is what wage-labeur is all about, te keep the work ferce trapped se
that it can't eriticize the prisem they are in, the misery they suffer,
the vieieus circle this system festers, But capitalism having failed

te previde for its wage-slaves, is new cenfrented by a preletarian tidal
wave on a scale unseen fer many years.,

The Labeur MP whe called for the resignatien ef Whitelaw, fergets ene
thing , even if this Home See. goes, the rieting wom't step, because the
reots of the preblem will still be there., And evem if a Labeur Party
Gevermment came baek from the celd, it weuld be the same all ever again.,
" Beredem: is ceunter-revelutienary " , many peeple are well aware of this,
even if Bennm, the erganisers of the Anti-Nazi League , and all the maggets
@f the Left, prefer te forget sueh a simple concept, indeed a reality.

*Thatcher prefers te speak of naked greed when it cemes to leoters, thus
she inflames the riets even mere,

%¥XNe doubt many reactienaries from all parties weuld like to see the kind
of inhumanity meted: out te so-called delinquents in "Red " China , cemplete
with mass show-trials in true I984 style, or the treatment of Mereccan

pretesters who have been sent te prisen for up to IO years for demonstrating
against the feudal swine Hassan 2, many were shet dead during the recent
troubles there. Hassan Ik is a deveut Meslem cemplete with gelf club and

a contradiction to his " faith ™ : whisky.



These riets are in fact a short, sharp, sheck treatment against

this system: of expleitatien. Whitelaw's scheme of the name (SSS) against
so-called delinquentshas failed. The Teries think ef this secietly as
military barracks , with the discipline that is dished eut in these hell

holes. (Lenin alse believed in such a system in his Russia of I9I7, Tretsky
was there te enforce the new Seviet Law , and Stalin finished the jeb
started by Lenin, turning the entire Russian pepulatien inte bheceming the
preperty ef the State. This system is new being challenged in Poland, and
hopefully in the rest of the Russian Empire as soom as pessible.) Se

Frem the peint ef view of these whe are against this inhumane werld, eithex .
methed: of repressien 'is despicale ., beth create mere anger, mere frusira-
tien, more resentment, in fact beth systems create mere critique,.

It is impessible in I98I te rule Britain in a barrack manner, ne ene
will swallew such crap, especially the yeung and workers. And yesterday
we heard that a seldier en leave frem the Irish questien had been arrested
fer rieting. " Ways eof life impreve . The meaning ef werds participates in
this . Everywhere the respect fer alienatien has been lest . Yeung peeple,
woerkers, celeured peeple, hemesexuals, wemen and children, take it inte
their ewn heads te want everything that was forbidden te them; at the
same time as they refuse the majer part of the miserable results that
the old erganisatieon eof class seciety permitted them te abtain and te
bear. They want ne mere leaders, ne mere family, ne mere State. They
eriticize architecture and they learn te speak te each ether., And in
riging up against a hundred particular eppressions , they in fact challenge
alienated labeur. What comes te be the erder of the day new, is the
abelitien of wage labeur ". lerd Scarmanized can reflect en this, and all
these whe rule this seciety , but whe gevern less and less alse. They &« ..
remind us , of peeple pumping water frem a sinking beat, and that in the
middle ef a ferce I3 gale. !

is riddled with lies, and the biggest of them all is wage-slavery. One

the riets are net being reperted, this being a way te iselate these whe
are fighting against this system, but it deesn't werk, because the truth
always travels fast, ask anyene whe knews abeut the bush telephene,. if
in doubt), neither will the truth ceme frem these whe get grants from the

Werld Church te print magazines like Race Today. Maybe mere rieting is needed
te get the truth abeut the New Cress Massacre and the murder of those

burnt te death in Walthamstew, eut in the .open, The Times , the voice of
the British Establisment printed the fellewinsg : RIOT MUST NOT BE TOLERATED
(23.4.8I) - it is healthier te prefer LIES WILL NOT BE TOLERATED. What
good is the Public Order Act (I936) if thugs can burn peeple te death -as
in New Cross and Walthamstow and of course they get away with it . State
terror at its best ! Here we agree with Saint-Just when he said " that the
present order is disorder put into laws " . Obvieusly those who set fire

to these houses did net need the I7I4 and I967 Riat‘Acts, they had dispersed
.....

Nor did they need The.Prevenxion.of Terrorism
Act of I974 (vintage) set up by the then Labeur Home Segc., who today
is recycled as a Social-democrat, the one and only "Celd Roy " Jenkins.

It goes without saying that any State could never pass The Prevention
of State Terrorism Act, these few lines will act towards that purpose.

So now we hear that another updated version of the Riot Act is to be
introduced, as if these new measures could .stop the anger of those

who have nothing to loose by fighting this ghastly society. In fact

many people are already refusing many ideologies, whether it is the |
Labour Party's special brew or young Asians who refuse to accept the Muslim
submissien that their parents accepted for centuries and the same

goes for young people whose parents came from the West Indies who

accepted racialism for years. And even . the recent collapse of the

grip of the " Anti-nazi League™ on many young people has released countless
individuals from that false fight , that is to say against a mythical
return of fascism: in Great Britain., In fact it is Thatcher and to a
certain degree the other parties which are racialist or use the racial
issue to divide the workinmg class of this country. The Nationality Bill

is to a certain degree responsible for all the riots, just as police
harassment, but we must look at the deeper causes which no-one speaks
about, although the following lines were published in England in I974,
and in Paris in I972, ( since then we have learnt that about 30 publishers
refused this book, here in Lomdon and New York, and this includes one
ultra-leftist organisation and one so-called anarchist groeup), anyway

we were lucky te find this text at the time. The British ruling class

is besieged on all fronts -and the same goes for all the other crews in
all countries =. (...)" Whilst the world of the commodity is disputed
by proletarians to a degree of depth which their critique had never reached
before, and which is precisely the only ome which suited their ends -

a critique of the totality -, the functioning of the economic system

has itself embarked , of its owm movement , on a course of self-destruction,.
The crisis of the economy, that is to say of the whole of the economic
phenomenon , crisis more and more patent in recent decades , has just
crossed a qualitative threshold. Even the old form of the simple economic
crisis , which the system had succeeded in overcoming , one knows how,
during the same period , reappears as a possibility of the near future.
This is the effect of a dual process. On the one hand proletarians , not
only in. Poland , but just as much in England or im Italy, in the shape
of workers who escape the union framework, impose wage claims and working
conditions which already gravely disturb the forecasts and the decisions
of the State economists who manage the smooth running of concentrated
capitalism. The refusal of the present organisation of work in the
factory is already a direct refusal of the society which bases itself on
this organisation, and to this effect some Italian strikes have broken
out the very morning after the day on which the bosses had accepted all
the preceding demands. But the simple wage claim , when it is renewed
frequently enough and each time it fixes a sufficiently high percentage
increase , shows e¢learly that workers gain consciousmess ef their misery
and their alienatien throughout the whole of their seocial existence,
that no salary will ever be able te compensate , (...) But it is at a
much deeper level that ene must understand that the commedity economy,
with this precise technolegy of which the develepment is inseparable

from its own, has entered inte ageny . The recent apparitien in the
spectacle of a terrent of meralising speeches and promises of detailed
remedies with regard te what the govermments and their mass-media call
pollution, at omne and the same time want to dissimulate and must reveal
thig evidence : capitalism has at last furnished the proof that it cammet
develep the productive forces further. It is net ‘quantitatively , as
many had thought they must umnderstand it y that it will have shown itgelf
incapable of pursuing this develepment, but rather qualitatively, However
quality here is in ne way an aesthetic er philesephical requirement:




it is an histerical questien par excellence, that of the very pessibilities

of the continuation ef the life of the species., Marx's phrase : " The prele-
tariat is revelutienary er is nething" ,pflnds at this mement its final

meaning; and the preletariat which arrives before this cencrete alternative
is truly the class which realises the disselutien of all classes. " Thus
things have new ceme te such a pass that the individuals must apprepriate

the existimg tetality of the productive forces , met enly te achieve self-
activity , but alse, merely , te safeguard their very existence Civs)

(German Ideolog.).'.‘-... The Veritable Split in the Intermatienal, public
circular eof the Situatienist Internatienal, Ierd Scarman will ne deubt have
sleepless nights when he reads this quote, and the same gees for Mrs T., Foetl
and Healoid, and all the ether spekespersens whe drivel om abeut the ecenemy.

And the same gees fer Prince Impetent whe in I978, was suppesedly criticizing K.
Marx whilst remaining a Reyal geom, it makes yeu laugh. His forthceming
wedding is a slap in the face te all these whe suffer in this seciety, ane-
ther contradictien that will inflame the masses of have-nets. His wedding

is nething but the spectacle of happimess that will be seen by 900 millien
spectaters threugheut the world, but it will be evershadowed by preletarian
anger, that cannet be bought off by such mediecrity, such displays werked

in the thirties and fifties, but net teday. George VI was in fact“the last
king" ef Britaim. The real queen is the cemmedity and its reign is being
challenged here and abroad on a massive scale, " The geed auld cause ™ has
reappeared in England, se many theught it had vanished for ever.. Preletarians
ne lemger roam all night :lest and censumed by the capitalist fire, their

heme is everywhere , because cenflict is everywhere.

Another facter of the present anger now sweeping many parts ef England, is
the Irish questien. Thatcher and the fermer prime minister ef Ireland ,
Haughey never made their talks en Ireland public. Altheugh it is pessible

te guess the centent . of this secret meeting, The reunificatien eof the " twe ™
Irelands in en the agenda. The military eccupatieon ef the Nexrth , has beceme
a2 real burden (beth in terms of cash and prestige abread). But what abeut
Paisley and his thugs ? What can be dene with them ? He could always immigrate
te Alabama along with the Monday Club, the NF & the British Mevement, or te
the Meen! As leng as Irish peeple are divided by religion, the Paisleys of
this world will continue te expleit this separatien, and the game gees for
the British ruling class, and the IRA's. But the main preblem is not simply
religien, but class. The rieh protestants in the Nerth de met want te give
in, and the cathelic working class ef the Nerth centinues toe be the under-
dog . Unfertunately the pregram of the Provesional IRA is nothimg but a
nationalist pregram, thus they are incapable of uniting the " twe " working
classes of the Nerth. The Official IRA's pregram is stalinist, they would
not even fight whem the B-Specials invaded the Begside in the sixties, thus
peeple wrete en the wall IRA "1 . ram away", and the Provos were born.
Preletarians in Nerthern Ireland have many enemiess . all the Ged peddlars,.
the Paisley nightmare, the Provisiemal leaders whe demand that yeung

IRA priseners cemmit suicide fer their cause, whilst they sit in Dublim,
the British ruling class which has been expleiting the regien fer centuries,
and net fergetting the Beurgeeis from the Seuth, whe de nethimg teo selve
the Irish questien despite all their talk. This is the situatien in which
many find themselves in, it reminds us ef Barcelena , durimg the :Spanigh
Civil War, when preletarians had te fight the fagscists, and the Stalinists .
But as leng as peeple in Britain regard the Irish questien as having s
nething to de with them, the cancer will centinue te spread. The army in
