They have done $o by examining the role
of homossmmals within the revolutionary context
of the society. The present conclusion of this
discussion is that homosexualivy in Cuba v &
social pathology left over froe the decadent
bovrgecls order,

e feel that however else the gay movesesad miy
be progressing in other aspects of ivs practice
within the U.5., we believethat the path it has
generally taken rogarding Cuba {generally anti-
Duban) s dangerous and lrcorrsct -— and must be
corrected if the gay movement is to move in a
consistently asti~imperialist direction.

Gernerally, the past activities of the gay
North Mwerickas have been destructive. A list of
epecific activities would include "re-educatirg
the Cubans® {asgusing that the situation in Cuba
st be the same as that of the U.5.), ciiright
attacks and denunciations on the Cuban Bevolution
“ ies”, remaining silent and allowing incor-
reot tepdencies to Flourish enchallenged, etc.
